The Asterisk (*)

The asterisk may be used to refer the reader to a footnote placed at the bottom of a page or a
table.

a. When the asterisk and some other mark of punctuation occur together within a sentence,

the asterisk fol/lows the punctuation mark, with no intervening space.

b. In the footnote itself, leave no space after the asterisk.

Asterisks are used to replace words that are considered unprintable.
“If the TV cameras had been present when Finney called Schultz a ***** (and about
50 other names as well), tonight’s newscast would have contained the longest bleep in television
history.”
